“The specifics of medical treatment are confidential
information...vs Significant Other, a charming woman who was very
well-pierced herself in many places, drove him to Reno o the
haspital. Their response at the emergency ward must have been:

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Let’s talk trash

Its something most of us don'tthink about. We go
through our daily livs getting coffee in to-go cups, pouring
shampoo outof plastic bottles and unwrapping candy bars or
cigarettes. Even those of us who conscientiously fecycle their
cans and bottles or bring groceries home in canves bags leave
atral of garbage in thei wake. We stash it in containers out-
side our homes, and in the morning find it has magically disap-

ared.

While Black Rock City fels fike paradise found fo many of
it citizens, it til suffers from some of th is of modern saci-
ety. Automaile traffic in ‘96 made Black Rock City feel like
downtown Los Angeles, with people commuting from the sub-
urbs by car. And thus the organizers spoke: Thou Shalt Not Drive
Thy Car in Black Rock City. And it worke. In the cozier confines
of Hualapai Playa, the denizens of Black Rock learned that not
only could we could get around without our vehicles, but that it
was much more pleasant that way. This year the plethora of
creative transports is big entertainment.

1n 1997, the heftiest problem was garbage. A poorly-
placed dumpster caused some o our less-enlightened cilizens
o believe that their ticket prce included garbage service.
Mounds of trash were left on-site.

In mid-October, days before a big clean-up weekend, the
Reno Gazette-Joural ran a story about the mess we had left on
Fiy Ranch, complete with one of thase large, beautiful color
photos Gannett s famous for. The paper latr printed a retrac-
tion, but pictures speak louder than words. At the Burning Man
booth in Reno on Earth Day, locals were surprised to learn we
had cleaned up Fly Ranch. We went from being “the group with
the excellent environmental record” to “the irespansible people
Who had a big party and didn't clean up.” People who objected
to Burning Man for moral reasons now had some hard evidence
to back up thei claims that we were detrimental to Northern
Nevada’s fragil ecosystem.

It easy to say that perception and reality often don't
match, that adequate clean-up was done. But at BLM scoping
mestings in May in Gerlach, garbage was the locals’ numero-
uno complaint. This included not only garbage blowing away
from campsites, but people depositing ther trash in Gerlach
and Empire on their way out. Taking it offthe playa is not
enough. How would we feel if a bunch of peaple came over, had
a party in our backyard and expected us to clean it up? e
would not be happy campers. Which brings us to the 1398 com-
‘mandment: Thou Shalt Leave No Trace.

But what exactly does that mean? Of course there's the
obvious stuff, ke building materials, camping equipment and
cigarette butts. The majonity of Blzck Rock's citizens are consci-
entious enough to ealize that all of this has to go, and do a
g00d job of cleaning it up. But what they don't realize is that for
weeks after the festvites have ended, a dedicated crew of peo-
ple will be crawling around an the playa, looking for any evi
dence of our presence. Creativity has three part: planning, exe-
cution, and clean-up. The last part i the least fun. ts also the
most crucal

We may not all be aware of what constitutes a “trace.”
Most of us have gone camping and thron apple cores into the
‘woods, knowing they will become partof the earth orfeed furry
litte forest creatures. This concept does not hold true on the
Black Rock Desert. There is nothing for organic materials to
biodegrade into. Te playa is comprised of alkli clay nearly a
mile deep. Last time | checked, this clay contained no trace ele-
ments ke chips and salsa. Human beings are the only animals
foolish enough to ty o lve i this

Avery brief history

Vielcome to Raio Free Buring Man,
9.5 FM. We are a 24 haur a day radio
station broadcasting in our ifth year from
the heart of Black Rock Git, Nevade.

Radio Free Buming Man (RFBM) was
founded in 1994, when frend and fellow
cohort Dusty Balls dragged a few of us
Bay Area folk o this shin-dig called the
Burning Man. That first year ve shared
the back of an RY with the production
crew of Black Rock Gazete, the camp
newspaper. With about 1500 participants,
peaple were coming and going all hours of
the night and day. Our duty was just o be
a piate radio station n the middle o the
desert: loud and obnaious. We played
music that would challenge our listeners
and welcomed poets and artists to share.
their own words and ideas. John Hell lost
his voice, and we began the yearly tradi-
tion of the “Sunday Morning Church
Revival Show” with The Reverend John
Hell and Father Oblvion.

By 1995 our General Manager and
ead engineer, Gordon Burke - along with
s father - had built a masterpiece of a
cathedral - a monument to pirate
radiodom. Our 8 x12 foot building was.
erected in the exact center o the cam,
along with a ffty foot tower for the anten-
na. We allowed partcipans to get
involved and everyone to ign-up for 25-
minute shifs. It was fun, but hard vork
with everybody coming and gaing. Along
with the wind, sand and rain storms that
forced us to shut down a few times, it
was a it dusty and crazy. By '95 we
had a larger building; knew to keep the
equipment dust-free, and housed all of
the radio equipment for the Black Rock
Rangers, those scurvy and loveable dogs
who patrolthe camp to keep all of us it-
e anes nice and safe. My bike was
stolen that year.

Unless you live in a ural area with no senvices, garbage collecton i  given, and part o the munic-
ipal plan. 'd like to take this opportunity to pint out that the biggest expense in Black Rock City's budget
is waste disposal — human waste, that s. Tack some more on the end for ste clean-up, and that doesn't
leave a whale lot of money for fun and games.

Of course, fun and games is one of the biggest reasons we take up residence in Black Rock City each
year. There is a feeling of freedom which doesn'texistin everyday life. But the fip side of freed
responsiblity. Is a big sretch to baby-sit your beer bottles and cigarette buts while dancing madly or
watching 2 performance at night. Just make sure you pick up your own, or someone else's, slack i the
morning. Taking care of each other is an integral part of the Burning Man experience. Perhaps we could
extend this to taking care of each other' trash

The thought o driving hundreds of miles with bags of stinking trash when you leave Black Rock City
is not a pleasant one. Instead of putting your trash off in Gerlach or Empire or Nixon and pissing off the
locals, | invite you o visit beautiful Lockviooc, Nevada on the outskirts of Reno. This s where the Washoe
Gounty Municipal Dump s located, and they will be more than happy to take that trash off your hands for
a couple o dallars. It their job.

Way too many people have unfairly compared Burning Man to a music festival, and more than 2 few
have accused us of being a bunch of hippies or Deadheads. But there is a definite cortelation between 305
Deadheads and ourselves. By the time Jerry Garcia clacked out, the Grateful Dead ha been not-so-politely
banned from performing in dozens of communities i the U.. The reason? Their fans had a tendency to
party it up and leave a huge mess. As we learmed in 1997, finding a new location every year is an expen-
sive and stressful process.

The Black Rock Desert is the perfect environment for Burning Man, and we want to continue to make
it our home for years to come. The BLM, Washoe County and the ciizens of Gerlach have been kind enough
to give us another chance to show them that freedom and responsibilty are not mutualy excusive. During
the festival, consider carning a small garbage bag while exploring ou city (clean-as-you-go means less
todoat the end). And when you leave, do yuuldamneﬂes\fn make sure no 22nd-century archaeologist will

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GETTING WET ON THE PLAYA: A GUIDE

10 The Man. Dan Das Man's gorgeously realized interactive tree sculpture is especially enjoyable at night
‘when flames blossom from the upper branches while cool streams of water rain down on supplicants gath-
ered around its base. The One Tree has a great advantage among wet spots on the playa in that it can
simultaneously saturate great numbers of parched playa dwellers

There are so many water attractions over on the south side that your dedicated team of roving reparters
never had to eave The Esplanade. And what a fine watery promenade it was, fom the free mass shawers
(near South 11th Street) to the super deluxe poolside at Space Station Zebra (South 16th Street). Anyone
and everyone is welcome to get wet in one of SSZ's two palm tree-shaded inflatable pools, but be prepared

“The interior of the house is actually an infinte space that
encompasses everybody on the playa, 5o that everyone at
Burning Man is in my house, and 5o that the wall of safety that
exists within my own home includes everyone at Burning Man.”

The Illumination Project's primary cortributors also include
Luther Thompson, Colinne Byrne, Tim Hemrick, and Meico. They
have recently collaborated with other groups of artists, including
SRL (Survival Research Laboratories), and have exhibited in sev-
eral gallties.
